B. Jesus identifies Himself in verses 13 and 16 as the One from whom the Revelation 
came.

II. THE TIME IS AT HAND. 
A. v. 6 The things which must shortly be done.
B. Vs. 7, 12, 20  Behold I come quickly, and surely I come quickly.
C. V. 10 the time is at hand.

III. TRUE THINGS WHEN HE COMES.
A. v. 11 All men will be locked in the condition His coming finds them – locked in this for 

eternity.
B. V. 12 God’s people shall be rewarded.

IV. THE TRUE WAY BACK TO THE PRESENCE OF GOD IS SET.
A. v. 14 they that keep His commands are blessed with the right to the tree of life and may 

enter in through the gates into the city.
B. Jesus said, “This is the work of God that you believe on him whom he has sent.” John 6:29 

V. JESUS COMMANDS HIS CHURCHES TO BE BUSY  
     PROCLAIMING THE GOSPEL. V. 17

A. The Spirit says come
B. The bride – church says come
C. Each person who has heard the gospel is to say come.
